Coming to Love aims instead
to give black women the ability to be banal, exploring how they come to love
themselves in a world that tells them they’re not good enough, how they work
towards self-preservation and self-determination, and how they negotiate their
subjectivity, their womanhood, their being, their identity, and their pride.
