Abstract

In the francophonie, educational research, up until now, has accorded little attention to the race problematic. This terminology is used to categorize “ethnocultural minorities”. The socio-educational experiences of Black youth within "racialized" contexts cannot be “read” within this theoretical vacuum in French. How can research provide them with a voice, and contribute to transform their unfavourable realities? This article builds on critical pedagogy and postcolonial theories, which offer frameworks to outline a critical research that can present a (re)reading of words, the world and problems experienced by Black youth, particularly within the Canadian francophone context.
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
