This year's Conference is jointly spon­
sored by the Korean Society for Journalism and Communication Studies. The Con­
ference theme, Reconciliation Through Communication, was influenced by a ges­
ture of reconciliation made during the 2000 Australian Olympics when athletes 
from North and South Korea entered the Olympic Stadium under the same flag. 
Effective communication is understood to be central to continuing efforts at recon­
ciliation between the two countries. Papers are invited on reconciliation as well as 
on the explication and potential integration of Eastern and Western communica­
tion models.
